CG’S 5-DAY DRIVERS IMPROVEMENT COURSE
1.  Battalion or Squadron Commanders will ensure all applicants are screened and meet all prerequisites prior to authorizing approval to obtain a Privately-Owned Vehicle (POV) drivers license.  Nominated Marines will fall into one of the training priority categories listed below.  The current DIC version taught will be complimented with the alcohol awareness-training program obtained from MCCS.  In addition, PMO, Base Inspector and local Japanese officials will be incorporated into this course.  This course is designed for Corporals and below who are 25 and under, to assist them in obtaining the knowledge and driving skills necessary to safely drive on Okinawa.  This 5-day course combines classroom instruction with a minimum of two days of hands-on driving time on base and off base. 

2.  Eligible Corporals and below must go through their G-3/S-3, via their CO, in order to attend this course.  “By Direction” signatures are not authorized.  Only the Battalion or Squadron Commander can authorize an individual to sign the USFJ-4A.  Base Licensing must have a letter, from the CO, of personnel authorized to sign the USFJ-4A with a sample signature.

3.  All applicants must meet the following prerequisites:

    a.  Have SOFA status.

    b.  Completed the “Newcomers Orientation Brief” or JRC Brief.
    c.  Possess a valid Identification Card.

    d.  Possess application form (USFJ-4A) signed by the 

Battalion/Squadron Commander for all E-5's and below.

    e.  Have valid State, U.S. Territory, or International Drivers License.  (Cannot be suspended or revoked).

    f.  Age - Students must be 18 years of age or older to be able to drive off base.  

4.  If the individual Marine does not have a stateside drivers license, the Marine can still attend the course but will be only given a Learners Permit at the end of the course.  A SNCO or above, from the command must sign a letter of responsibility to continue the training of the Marine.  The learners’ permit is good for 90 days and can only be used to drive ON BASE ONLY.  The Marine must maintain the Learners Permit for a minimum of two weeks.  The SNCO must schedule an appointment, for the Marine, and provide a POV for the Road/Skills Test with Base Safety Licensing.  If the Marine passes the R/S test, the Marine will be issued a 30 day restrictive permit for On–Base use only.  After 30 days, the Marine is allowed to drive Off-Base.

6.  The 5-Day Drivers Improvement Course (DIC) is held at bldg 5831, Camp Foster from 0700 to 1630 Monday through Friday in uniform or as directed by instructor.  This course is offered by appointment only.  Battalion/Squadron Commanders are the only ones authorized to sign the USFJ-4A for applicants to attend the course.

8.  The cut off day for nominations will be 1600 Wednesday prior to the start of a new class.  Nominations that have not been used at that time will be distributed to other major commands that need additional quotas for Alternate nominations.  No nominations will be accepted on Friday.

9.  Marines going through Schilling Driving School for their initial permit will still need to attend the CG’s 5-day DIC.  The 5-day course is not required if you are only going to be driving Government Owned Vehicles.  If you currently have a Learners Permit for a POV, from Base Licensing, you do not have to go through the 5-day course.  The AAA DIC card is not a requirement prior to attending this course.  You will receive a AAA DIC card as well as a certificate of completion at the end of this course. 
10.  Nominations must be sent to ombbasesafety@mcbbutler.usmc.mil (Subj: CG 5-DAY COURSE).  We will only accept nominations that have been sent from the G-3/S-3 of the major commands mentioned above.  1 SNCO per class is required as a “Ride Along Coach”.  All G-3/S-3’s will have this schedule for the major commands.
