USE OF ELECTRIC SCOOTERS ON BASE

There was a memorandum from Brigadier General Remington J.A. on the subject of “Motorized Skateboards, Scooters, & Facsimiles”.  According to the memorandum “The use of motorized skateboards/scooters (electric or gas powered), go-carts, or any facsimile, according to 18th Wing Instruction 31-204, Kadena Air Base Motor Vehicle Instruction and Marine Corps Bases Japan Order P 11240.1B are hereby banned from use on all locations as outlined on paragraph 1”.  Those locations are all areas under Air Force jurisdiction.  This policy will be incorporated into the next revision of the 18th Wing Instruction 31-204, Kadena Air Base Motor Vehicle Instruction.  

Currently, under MCBJO P11240.1C (5-8 4a), which cancelled MCBJO P1124.1B, the individual is authorized to use a motorized scooter only in areas specifically designed and designated for the use of self-propelled scooters and other such recreational equipment.  According to PMO and MCCS, there are no facilities that have been designated or designed, in any camp, for the use of motorized skateboards, scooters or facsimiles.  If the individual wishes to operate a motorized scooter on roadways, the individual must:

(Note: the word vehicle is being used in reference to motorized/electrical skateboards, scooters and facsimiles.)

(1) Register vehicle with the appropriate City Office and obtain a registration plate.

(2) Pass an Annual Safety Inspection at the JSVRO.

(3) Attend and complete the Motorcycle Safety Course.

(4) Posses an operator’s permit.

(5) Obtain insurance coverage for the vehicle.
